Neighborhood  
Cleanup – by Tammy Gay 
It’s been a hurdle to get an ABOP event 
scheduled in our area this year.  In the past 
we’ve worked with other neighborhoods with 
which we share boundaries.  Because I had not 
received positive response from the other 
neighborhoods, I tried to schedule one on my 
own.  I learned that an ABOP event had already 
been scheduled for the South Town area on 
November 12th by the Ward Parkway Homes 
Association.  I was put in touch with the event 
coordinator and we’ve been planning and 
organizing.  We don’t have the official word (city 
approval) on the site yet, but we do have 
permission from Hale-Cook Elementary School 
located at 73rd and Pennsylvania.  I’m hopeful 
that site will work for the city to be able to bring 
in the trucks.  It’ll be a straight shot in from 
Pennsylvania between 74th and 73rd and then 
through and out onto Jefferson.   We’ve 
scheduled ABOP (antifreeze, batteries, oil, and 
paint) as well as tires and brush & limb.  We’ll 
need at least two volunteers for each shift and 
more would be very welcome.  We’ll have two 
2-hour shifts:  8 am – 10 am and 10 am – 
Noon.  If you would like to volunteer, please let 
me know. 
 
I’ve had a couple of folks tell me that November 
is too late...  If enough folks feel that way, we 
still have the option to bring in a couple of 
dumpsters to our area in late October for trash 
and for brush and limb.  We cannot get an 
A.B.O.P. event.  The key to having an 
additional event is that we need a committee to 
find a spot, get permission, and plan it 
(volunteers, signs, logistics, etc.).  We have 
grant money to cover expenses.  I do not have 

time to plan another event.  But, I will provide a 
committee chair the information he or she 
needs to set up and plan the event.  So... we 
need a committee and someone to chair the 
committee, if the group wants an additional 
dumpster event in October.  The dumpsters are 
only available through October and only on 
Saturday mornings 8 am – noon. 
 

Hurricane Katrina Evacuees –

At the picnic I announced that I had confirmed 
with the KCMO School Superintendent’s office 
that the Paul Robeson School at 82nd and 
Holmes was being prepared to house Hurricane 
Katrina Evacuees.  More recently (September 
19th), I spoke with the KCMO Emergency 
Manager.  Mr. Christian explained that the 
project has been stopped.  It was true that the 
Paul Robeson School was being prepared as a 
secondary location in case Kansas City 
received more evacuees than planned.  The 
first location was to be the Brush Creek 
Community Center.  He told me that the 
Federal Authorities had stopped the 
evacuations for now and for the time-being, we 
(Kansas Citians) will not be receiving evacuees 
en masse, and we (as WHA members) will not 
be organizing to help the evacuees that were 
planned for in our area of town.  However... 
Stay tuned... at this writing Hurricane Rita is on 
its way to Texas...
