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volunteers, using grant money and ground preparation 
and mulch by the city Parks staff, put in the Butterfly 
Garden in 2006. 

 Clearing trails through the wooded part of the park ï 
affectionately called ñThe Honeysuckle Attackò ï 
neighbors, the city Parks Department, and Sierra Club 
volunteers have cleared a lot of underbrush and made 
the trails useable for walking and cutting through to the 
Trolley Track Trail. 

 Picnic tables, trash cans, and mowing ï through our 
established and continuing relationship with the KCMO 
Parks and Recreation Department, when we call and 
need something that may not yet be on the schedule, 
they work with us to get it done. 
 
Currently, the water fountain we requested is being 
installed which will include a spigot to which we can 
connect a hose so we can water the garden without 
having to haul 100 gallons of water twice a week during 
July and August.  Thanks to Councilwoman Beth 
Gottstein, three lights are also being installed. 
 
We are proud of our park and work hard to make sure 
itôs an asset to our neighborhood! 

 
Waldo Garage Sale ï we hold an annual neighborhood 
garage sale.  Recently weôve been participating in a 
ñWaldo-wideò garage sale with our neighboring groups ï 
Tower Homes, Ward Parkway Homes, and Hereôs 
Waldo.  Between the four associations, we are the 
groups surrounding the 75

th
 and Wornall ñcenterò of 

Waldo.  The organizations provide the advertising for the 
event and everyone in the neighborhood is encouraged 
to participate whether they are members or not.  
However, as a member of WHA, there are some special 
perks associated with advertising of the garage sale. 
 
Police ï We work closely with the KCMO Police 
Department.  We have members who attend the monthly 
Southtown Community Policing Action Coalition (CPAC) 
meeting and report our concerns as well as report crime 
statistics at our monthly meetings. 
 
Each summer we also participate in the Southtown 
Police Appreciation Picnic.  WHA is a major contributor 
to people-power for setup and clean up as well as in 
attendance and participation in the event.  Our good 
relationship with the KCMO PD get results when we 
need assistance! 
 
Waldo Fall Festival ï in support of the Waldo Area 
Business Association, WHA participates with the other 
area neighborhood associations in the Waldo Fall 
Festival.  We have volunteers from each of the groups at 
our table and join in the festivities, talking with interested 
people about our neighborhoods and encouraging them 
to also participate as they can. 

 
Neighborhood Cleanup ï over the years, this has been 
done many ways depending on what is available from 
the city for use by the neighborhoods.  In the past few 
years, weôve been the major contributor of grant money 
and people-power for an Annual Household Hazardous 
Waste mobile drop-off site.  Weôve done this through a 
joint effort with Ward Parkway Homes and other 
neighborhood associations and the cityôs solid waste 
department.  We plan a Saturday morning when the 
mobile crew and equipment are available and we 
provide a site (a parking lot) and neighbors can drop off 
antifreeze, oil, batteries, paint, pesticides etc.  
Sometimes weôve even been able to have tire drop off as 
well as leaf and brush drop off.  This year, Burns and 
McDonnell Engineering is planning to host the event at 
their 9400 Ward Parkway address using the Summit 
Street entrance.  Weôll have more on that when the plans 
are firm. 
 
Annual WHA Picnic ï This is FUN!  We all meet at 
South Oak Park and bring a side dish.  WHA provides 
the lemonade and the main dish (sometimes itôs been 
Gomerôs Fried Chicken, sometimes itôs been hotdogs on 
the grill ï whatever the picnic committee decides).  We 
always spend time visiting with one another.  Last year 
we played Croquet, and one year we played dominoes!  
Everyone brings their lawn chairs and we use the picnic 
tables and relax and enjoy!  Itôs a great neighborhood 
event! 
 

At the Last Meeting ï Tammy Gay 

There were about 22 of us at the April 12 meeting ï Less 
than I had hoped for, but about average attendance for 
our monthly meetings.  What did surprise me was that so 
many people did not stay for the presentation by the 
Heartland Tree Alliance, ñTrees 101.ò  You guys missed 
a very informative session! 
 
The announcements included: 

 Because the May meeting will be our ñAnnual 
Meeting,ò the newsletter will be hand-delivered to each 
household within our boundaries.  Several volunteers 
stepped up to help with the task.  

 The Sweet Onion property on Main Street has been 
sold to Noblit-Didier Development.  This is the same 
company that has built many of the new houses in our 
neighborhood.  They contacted me and would like to talk 
with us about their plans for possibly a multi-family area.  
They will be our speakers after the business meeting on 
May 10. 

 You may have noticed the construction going on at 
South Oak Park.  The city is putting in the water fountain 
we asked for, AND Councilwoman Beth Gottstein found 
the funds to have 3 lights installed.  Between that and all 
of our own hard work in the Butterfly Garden, Trail 
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Blazing, and members who regularly walk the park and 
pick up trash, weôre coming a long way in keeping our 
commitment to our park and our neighborhood. 

 The Annual Neighborhood Garage Sale will take 
place June 6 & 7 (Friday and Saturday).  Weôre going to 
join with Tower Homes, Ward Parkway Homes, and 
Hereôs Waldo Neighborhoods for a ñWaldo Garage Saleò 
that weekend.  There are perks to being a member of 
Waldo Homes Association if you plan to participate as a 
seller in the Waldo Garage Sale, come to the meeting to 
find out more! 

 The newsletter committee is working through their 
process of delivering the newsletter via email to as many 
members as are willing to receive it that way.  If you are 
willing to receive the newsletter through email and have 
not provided your email address, or if it has changed, 
please contact me with that information ï Tammy Gay 
333-4410 or President@waldohomes.org. 

 The officers are working through a budget and goals 
for the organization.  We hope to be able to provide this 
information to the members at the May meeting. 

 The owners of Jimmy Johnôs Deli contacted me and 
would like to talk to us more about their plans.  There is 
a re-zoning hearing scheduled for May 6 concerning the 
parking area behind the building.  The deli is going in on 
Wornall, just north of 85

th
, across from Price Chopper, in 

the building that used to be Hadasah Thrift Store and the 
Laundromat.  A special WHA meeting is being held on 
April 16 at 6:00 pm in the parking area behind the 
property so we can see the plans for changes to the 
property.  Weôll have an update at the May meeting. 
 
Block Watch ï Crime Watch ï Tammy Gay 
At the next meeting, weôll be voting on the Crime Watch 
signs that we will begin putting up in the neighborhood to 
replace the weathered ones.  The new signs are a 
reward for blocks within our neighborhood that form a 
Block Watch.  The 8200 block of Kenwood has had a 
strong block watch group since 2005 and will be the first 
block to have a new Crime Watch sign.  These are the 
designs weôll choose from.  (Note:  the signs are in red 
and blue with a white background.)
